“I do not understand why

the Noida Metro Rail Corpo-

ranonis causing such abig rou-
ble to senior citizens and
women trave ling with child ren
towalkonaroadto boardthe
Blue Lme. They must build a
bridge as early as possible”
Chaturvedi said, adding that
he has given a suggestion in
this regard offically to the
Noida Metro authority.

People can take e-rick-
shaws, run by Noida rail cor-
poration at free ofcost, atSec-
torSltogoto theBlue Line sta-
don.

IHowever, commuterscom-
plain that during peak hours
or late in the night the e-rick-
shaws arc unavailable. More-
over. theroad these e-rickshaws

ply is filled with dust as con-
struction is under way.

One can-
notwaitforthem during peak
or late in night. B-rickshaws pro-
vided by Noida metro rail
authority ply on the narrow
under-constructionmad They
should have completed all
thisbasic workbeforestarting
the metro services,” said Ashish
